Rick Williams was
diagnosed with job related cancer in 2010, where after 8 years; Rick ended his fight with colon
cancer on January 28th, 2018. He is survived by his wife and three children.

The Williams family, in partnership with the Santee Firefighters Association, has created an
inaugural Rick Williams Memorial Scholarship to ensure that his service and sacrifice will not be
forgotten.
